Stadler Rail Beats Bombardier and Wins Contract for 14 EMUs
Mazovian Voivodship decided that it will be the Swiss rolling stock supplier
Stadler Rail who will deliver 14 electric train sets for two Polish regions,
Mazovia and Silesia. The Office Of Public Procurement (UZP) decided to
dismiss Bombardier® protests and agree that Mazovia and Silesia sign the
agreement with Stadler. It took almost 2 years to conclude the contract.

Polish companies were eliminated from the bid in the earlier phase.

Train Maker Stadler Talks With Hungary on New Factory
Swiss train maker Stadler is in talks with the Hungarian government on setting
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up its new factory in the country. The HUF 10-15 billion green-field investment
would create jobs for 350 blue-collar and several administrative workers.
Stadler already has a contract to supply state railways MAV with new motor-
power carriages. Also today Poland approved Stadler as supplier of 14 new
EMUS for two Polish regions. The company confirmed its commitment to build
a construction facility in Poland. Potential locations for the new plant are
Székesfehérvar (60 km west of Budapest) and Szolnok (100 km southeast of

the capital) and production may begin in the third quarter of 2007 at the earliest.

Local broadsheet Népszabadsag reported about Stadler® intention about a
week ago, but the company did not wish to comment except that Stadler
headquarters had not yet made a final decision on the new plant® location.
Stadler would produce 40-50 aluminium carriages annually in the new plant and
is expected to see a return after 7-8 years. Business daily Napi Gazdaséag said
Székesfehérvar would be an alluring target for Stadler since it is the home of
giant aluminium maker Alcoa-K&fém. Szolnok, however, would also be a good
place to go as Stadler is already in relation with MAV® train repair unit in the
town. Szolnok is situated in one of the underdeveloped regions of the country
and so Stadler is looking at state subsidies of HUF 1.5 million per every
employee, HUF 500,000 more than in Székesfehérvar.
