Siemens sets world speed record for locomotives.
On September 2" Siemens set the
world speed record for a locomotive
at 357 km/h on the high-speed line
between German Ingolstadt and
Nurnberg. The two previous holders
of the record were present as “guest”
as were several other notable
locomotives. The vehicle used was a
Class ES64U4 multi-system electric
locomotive. It broke the old record
speed of 331 km/h originally achieved in 1955. German Railways (DB AG) and
Austrian Federal Railways (OBB) were among the nineteen partners who
collaborated in this ambitious project. "By attempting to break the old record,
Siemens put the quality of its locomotives to the test. At the same time, we
demonstrated the innovative strength of the railway industry and the
performance capability of rail," explained Hans M. Schabert, President of
Siemens Transportation Systems, following the successful record attempt. He
went on to emphasize: "Without the knowledge, experience and outstanding
commitment of all the project partners and certification bodies involved,
today® world record attempt simply would not have been possible." The
locomotive used in the attempt was a series-produced unit built for OBB. Only
a pantograph and two axles were fitted with special measuring instruments.
The latter supplied the necessary information for monitoring the runs. The data
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was collected and evaluated in a test car of DB Systemtechnik. It contained
the monitoring devices for recording all the important data of the record
attempt and, above all, the actual speed that was ultimately reached. Click on
photo, title, or here for more photos (larger of course) and a full article in
German.

32 FLIRTSs for Helsinki suburban railway

On 31 August Junakalusto Oy announced its decision to award the
internationally highly coveted contract for the trains for the Helsinki suburban
railway to Stadler Bussnang AG. For procurement of the new rolling stock for
the Helsinki suburban railway the cities of Helsinki, Espoo, Vantaa and
Kauniainen collaborated with the Finnish State Railways VR to found the
company Junakalusto Oy. Junakalusto Oy then ordered 32 wide-gauge 4-part
FLIRT railcars to this purpose. The scales tipped in favour of Stadler on the
basis of its economically favourable bid. The following criteria were evaluated:
Total price, life cycle costs, state of train technology, innovation, supply
reliability and cooperative flexibility. The FLIRT vehicle design offered by
Stadler has achieved success on the market in a short period of time and has
been already sold 295 times in Switzerland, Germany, Hungary, Algeria,
Poland and Finland. When this order has been completed in Finland the
Stadler repertoire will include a wide-gauge version of the FLIRT train. This
reference project opens up new strategic markets, for example in the Baltic
states and Russia. The FLIRT is a powerful, comfortable and modern
suburban rail vehicle. The Helsinki FLIRT is a 4-unit electrical vehicle
(25kVAC) with around 250 seats. It has eight doors on each side for fast
embarking/disembarking of passengers. Sliding steps located underneath the
vehicle floor make boarding easier in train stations with low platforms. The
track gauge is 1,524 mm in keeping with Finnish convention. After intensive
winter tests and approval test runs, the first vehicles will be taken into
commercial operation in 2009/2010.

Duisburg-Vienna rail shuttle extended to Budapest

The railroad shuttle service from Duisburg to Vienna has been extended, with
service four times a week between the Duisburg Intermodal Terminal (DIT),
the WienCont container terminal and BILK, the combined-transportation
terminal in Budapest. The service has moved containers, swap bodies and
trailers since October 2003. In Duisburg, the line is linked to the large North
Sea ports and by short sea shipping to the UK, and in Vienna Freudenau,
cargo has been transferred to South East European destinations. The train is
operated by Swiss-based Hupac Intermodal, the Budapest-based East Traffic
Service KFT, and Duisport Agency, the marketing company of Duisburger
Hafen. Rotterdam was connected with the Duisburg hub by a Hupac shuttle
service, The sea port of Rotterdam provides feeder services to Maasvlakte and
the short-sea shipping terminals. duisport agency operates a number of trains
to Antwerp and Zeebrugge several times a week. Incoming cargo from
overseas and the UK transits via these ports and Duisburg to the South
Eastern Europe shuttle service. Against the background of the extension of the
EU and growing cargo volumes between the industrial region of North-Rhine
Westphalia and Southern and Eastern Europe, the inclusion of Hungary in the
South Eastern Europe Shuttle has become a project of major importance,
considering the bottlenecks in the highway systems. (Source:

Milestone in the Gotthard Base Tunnel — First Breakthrough by a Tunnel
Boring Machine

The first tunnel-boring machine (TBM) in the Gotthard Base Tunnel started out
in the east tunnel from Bodio in November 2002. Two months later, the second
TBM started driving in the west tunnel. A number of different geological zones
had to be overcome along the approximately 15 km route to the multifunction
station at Faido. The highly diverse geology impaired driving progress.

Modifications to both TBMs brought sharp improvements. In December 2005,
with 38 metres, the TBM in the east tunnel attained the highest daily advance
rate of any TBM in the Gotthard Base Tunnel to date. Today® breakthrough at
Faido took place with the expected precision. With a tunnel diameter of just
under 10 metres, the deviation per 100 metres of tunnel length must not
exceed 1.5 millimetres. Continuous measurements showed that the specified
accuracy was maintained along the entire length of the drive. At breakthrough,
the deviation of the TBM was only 2 cm vertically and 5 cm horizontally. More
than 1000 guests attended the breakthrough celebration in the multifunction
station and watched as tunnellers from Bodio and Faido shook hands. In his
celebratory speech, Peter Zbinden, CEO of AlpTransit Gotthard Ltd, praised
the precision and quality of the work, and thanked the TAT Consortium, the
GBT South Engineering Consortium, and the approximately 1000 tunnellers
and engineers from Faido and Bodio for their achievement. A Construction
Site Open Day will be held at Faido on Saturday, September 16, 2006, from 9
am to 6 pm. Members of the public will have a unique opportunity to see the
cutting head of the TBM.
